CJ 300:  Crime, Law, and Justice is an introductory course in criminology.  CJ 300 will provide students with an overview of the four cornerstones of criminology:  the role of law in society, theoretical examinations of crime and behavior, the components and operation of the criminal justice system, and research methods or the empirical examination of crime and behavior.  In the next semesters at SDSU you will examine each of these cornerstones more in depth with the following courses: CJ 301 Law and Society examines the interplay between the creation of laws and their different impact on groups in society.  CJ 302 Crime and Behavior focuses on the theoretical explanations of crime and behavior and CJ 540 examines in depth research methods used in criminological research.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
CJ 300 is designed to give students a solid introduction to the fundamentals of the criminal justice system.  In addition, students will engage with the material and use critical thinking to understand the nature and causes of crime, criminal, and analogous behavior.  

The aim of this course is to give students a fundamental understanding of how crime comes to be defined to include certain behaviors and exclude others; how the law works to control and regulate the behavior of both citizens and justice system professionals; why some people violate the law and others do not; the mechanisms employed to control crime and deal with criminal offenders and victims of crime; why different individuals and communities view crime, law, and justice so differently; and the research techniques we use to discover what works and what does not work and how one era’s best practices can be viewed as failures at best from future perspectives.  In order to do this, we will take a sociological approach to the study of crime, law, and justice in the United States. Specifically, we will come to appreciate:


By the end of this course students will be able to:
· Obtain an understanding of the four cornerstones of criminology 
· Develop an informed appreciation of the complex problems of crime in society.
· Understand the need to approach the subject with a critical lens regarding issues from the nature and causes of crime to the purpose, operation, and effectiveness of the massive and often flawed organizations that society has formed to address the problem of crime.
· Understand that crime is caused by social factors as much as it is by behavioral factors.
· Understand that the operation of our criminal justice system is designed to control both the citizen and the organizations tasked to enforce societies rules. 
· Understand the structure and operation of the criminal justice system (i.e. police, courts and correctional agencies). 
· Understand the three main components of the CJ system do not always share same goals. 
· Realize that the agents and agencies of our criminal justice system are often ineffective. 
· Understand that even with its problems the system can be improved and reformed. 
· Identify the material elements of a crime.
· Understand how criminological theories are used to explain behavior.
· Understand the strengths and weaknesses of the four major components of the system. 
· Understand the problems and be able to evaluate the effectiveness of criminal justice programs.

COURSE GRADING 
Some people believe that we should all be evaluated on the actual outcomes of our work (i.e., you get the grade that you earn based on the knowledge that you demonstrate you know). Others believe that we should be evaluated on the effort that we put into the work, (i.e., you get graded based on how hard you tried). The challenge for many college students is that college is a time when students must transition from the “effort-based” philosophy of K-12 education to the “outcome-based” philosophy of the real world.
I believe in outcome-based assessment, not effort-based assessment. Why? Because I know that, in the end, operating in an effort-based philosophy does a serious disservice to college students who must graduate to operate in the outcome-based world. What does this mean for you? It means that you will receive in this class the grade that you earn, based on the grading criteria outlined for each assignment. To ensure you get the highest outcome-based grade be prepared to: attend every class, complete your assignments on time and to a high standard of quality, contribute to class discussions substantively, participate in breakout groups, and attend office hours if questions arise.  
What this means in practical terms is that if you do not meet your requirements—and/or fail to provide appropriate answers—for an assignment, you will earn a grade based on your lowered performance.  
There is no extra credit in this course and you may not make-up an assignment (unless covered by University policy).  So please avoid lower grade by following directions, answering thoughtfully and with reference to appropriate assigned material, and do not “blow-off” these assignments at the last minute.

The Project (100 points): 
· The objective of this assignment is to get you to think about crime in a creative way.
· You can examine any aspect of crime, criminology, criminal justice, or law and society.
· The following are suggestions:
i. Pick a topic and write a paper on it (i.e. abortion, death penalty, SB 262, policing, etc.) using credible sources
ii. Interview someone:
a. currently, or formerly, incarcerated in prison or jail
b. working in the criminal justice system (defense attorney, prosecutor, paralegal, law enforcement officer, parole officer, correctional officer, judge, etc.)
c. who has committed a crime for which they did not get caught.
d. The paper must be an essay, not simply a transcription of the interview
iii. Analysis
a. Song, book, podcast, artwork that is somehow related to crime.
b. For example, the song “Me and a Gun” by Tori Amos is about a time she was raped.
iv. Original art
a. You can write a poem, short story, create a sculpture or painting that related to art in some way.
b. Instead of a paper you will submit the artwork with a short (paragraph or so) explaining how it related to crime.
c. Art is open to interpretation and subjective, but you must thoughtfully create something. “Art” that looks like you put it together in five minutes will not receive credit.
d. This option should take as much time as a written assignment.
· Requirements:
i. Minimum of five pages for anything other than original artwork
ii. Times new roman Size-12 font
iii. Page-numbered
iv. Double spaced
v. One-inch margins all around
vi. If using outside sources you must use citations (such as APA)
Midterm and Final Exam (50 points each)
· A total of 25 multiple choice or true/false questions on each exam
· Each question is worth 2 points 

Attendance (20 points)
· Attendance will be taken during each class.
· Only 10 of the 15 meetings will receive credit; 2 points for each meeting

Mock Trial (25 points)
· We will hold a mock trial based on a real-life criminal case.
· The class will be divided into two groups: Prosecution and Defense.
· Each group will have a variety of roles; each student will have one role.
· The goal is for you to familiarize yourself with the responsibilities of different players in a court system.
· You will present pertinent information for your assigned role.


LATE ASSIGNMENT POLICY
No late assignments will be accepted.  As a college student part of your learning process is to learn to time manage, seek out assistance if needed, and meet deadlines.
